School funding for athletics is rapidly disappearing, and each year the totally volunteer, non-profit Alameda High Athletic Boosters are being asked to provide more and more financial assistance to keep our sports programs going. 
Without continued Booster support moving forward, many if not most of AHS sports will most likely be forced to discontinue.


What You Can Do:
· Membership: The Boosters ask that each family with Alameda High athletes join the Boosters. The MINIMUM membership is a once a year $25 ** per athlete (Payment Plans and Scholarships available). (Each membership is good for $1 off all home football and basketball games.)
· Membership Upgrades: Additionally, membership upgrades ($50, $100, $200) with substantial benefits are available; see our website for details.
· Raffle Tickets: In addition to Hornet Booster Memberships, the Boosters also coordinate a fundraising raffle involving all Hornet teams and athletes. (100% of proceeds go to AHS Athletics.)
Each Hornet athlete is required to sell $50 worth of raffle tickets for each sport in which they participate (maximum of two sports). The raffle has 4 drawings spread throughout the year, with 8 chances to win (four $500 winners and four $250 winners). The earlier participants enter, the more chances they have to win. Athletes can pick up their raffle tickets from their coaches.

Note: To make it easier on the coaches, many parents purchase the tickets themselves, and then they can decide whether to just keep the tickets or have their athlete sell them to reimburse themselves.
· Individual Team Fundraisers: In addition, many teams coordinate their own fundraisers (car washes, restaurant “shared proceeds” nights, coupon book sales, etc.), where 100% of the monies collected can go towards any special team needs.

What the Boosters Do:

The Hornet Booster's primary purpose is to coordinate fundraising efforts to support AHS athletic programs.  The bulk of our monies are raised in the form of raffle sales, snack bar sales (at football and basketball games) and Booster Membership fees.
A common misconception is that the money made at football and basketball games goes directly to those sports. That's not true. ALL monies collected by the Boosters through fees and snack bar sales go into a general fund to support ALL AHS sports.  When a team needs something, coaches simply need to submit a request to the Boosters and the Board reviews and processes the request. 
Last year alone, the Boosters provided funding for such things as: Weight Room Equipment/Supplies, Equipment for multiple sports, Bus/Transportation Expenses, and Gas for AHS Team Vehicles. 
Prior to that, the Boosters have supported Hornet teams with such items as: Men’s and Women's Soccer Uniforms & Equipment; Soccer Practice Goals; Baseball & Softball Equipment; Water Polo Equipment; Volleyball & Badminton Equipment; Football Equipment; Game Support Personnel; Cheerleaders Sweaters, and much more.
And lastly, the Boosters regularly fund a lot of "general school improvements" that benefit multiple sports and often AHS PE programs as well; things like: New Gym Painting, Gym Wall padding and Scoreboard; Bleacher Repairs; Built Softball Fields, Dugouts & Batting Cages; Donated Money for Tennis Court Resurfacing; Pool Swim Lane Markers and WP Goals; Provided Corner Flags, Nets and Repairs to Goals for Soccer; and so much more.
