October 21, 2011

Meeting Minutes
1. Call to Order
Ron called meeting to order.

2. General Items

Contact Information - Need to make sure email address list is current.  We should make a formal sign-up sheet that includes sport and email list.
September Booster Meeting - Ron re-capped September meeting at Speissekeimer.  We had a great turn-out. We communicated the fact that all sports benefit from Booster awards. 
Athletic Trainer - Kelly communicated that Children’s Hospital will provide a Sport’s trainer for AHS sports.  A contract will be signed for having a full-time Athletic Trainer to support AHS sports programs.  A portion of the funding for this position will come from the district and the remaining amount will come from Boosters.  Plan for next year could include having a Sports Medicine program with Trainer working for School District during day and AHS sports programs in afternoon/evening.
Secretary – Lilla Rados volunteered to take the position of Secretary, which had been vacant. She will begin at the next meeting, November 17, 2011.

3. World Pay Report (Credit processing service)
For each business that sign-ons, AHS Booster’s will receive $50.  Additionally for each $15,000 of business that World Pay receives, Boosters will receive approximately $100.  Tony asks that we ask businesses we frequent to contact Tony Kuttner to sign-up with World Pay.  If we can sign-up 25 merchants World Pay will donates $5,000 to Boosters.  
4. Financial Report

Current cash balance $66,061.  
To date have already made awards of $38K in awards including $14K for Athletic Trainer for 2011-2012 AHS sports season, $782 for football equipment, $2,514 for CPR, Thompson field speakers, and gas for vans, $351 for men’s volleyball nets, $15,522 for upgrading Thompson field, $1,040 for National Federation of High School coaches, $1,383 for woman’s golf gear, $351 woman’s volleyball nets, $2,079 for 50% of cost of cross-country jackets.
5. Snack Bar
We discussed the need to identify a snack bar coordinator for football games.  Further discussion ensued for establishing snack bar coordinator for other sports events such as soccer.  No decision taken.  Need to have additional people helping out with barbequing.
6. Fundraising Report
